(SAC) are presenting the National Geographic Photo Ark exhibition, featuring the compelling and visually
stunning work of National Geographic photographer and Fellow Joel Sartore. It will be on view from June 27 to
September 8, 2019 at SAC. The exhibition will highlight Sartore’s images from his work in more than 250 zoos,
aquariums, and animal rescue centers around the world.
